Bog Blog Prompt

As you write this piece, keep in mind that your blog is like a letter to the editor. It is going to be public. You want to inform people so they understand the cranberry bog better.  
· Make sure you let readers know what you are writing about. Stay focused on your topic.  Organize your ideas clearly.
· Think about your audience. The readers you hope to reach are people who don’t know what it is like to be a cranberry grower.  What do they need to understand better? 

· Make sure you are respectful. People won’t want to read and learn from you if you insult them.

· Think about how you will keep your readers interested. Why would they want to read what you have to say? What details will keep them reading?  Can you replace words like “is,” “was,” and “thing” with other words?
